Fiscal Year (07/01 - 06/30) Comparison 
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• The offertory collection for last weekend, October 19-20, 2013, was $8,019. 
• For the 2014 Fiscal Year, Sunday and Holy Day collections are down 14.4% from the 2013 Fiscal Year; versus 

expenses, we are have a $63,602 deficit. 
• For the 2014 fiscal year, the cost per family per week is $36 as 430 families contribute to the Parish.  
• Our goal is to fund all operations and expenses from the weekly collections, i.e. the goal is for the striped bars to 

exceed the black bars in the chart above. 
• St. Teresa's annual fundraisers assist in meeting funding gaps.  It is the Finance Council's and Fr. Frank's goal to 

increase weekly giving to meet our ongoing expenses, and use the proceeds from fundraisers to fund special ini-
tiatives and outreach programs of the Parish.

                     Readings/Lecturas  
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It’s not that the Pharisee’s prayer is a bad prayer. It starts 
out well: “O God, I thank you . . .” Gratitude is good. But 
then it gets into boasting: “I am not like the rest of human-
ity . . . I fast . . . I pay tithes” (Luke 18:11, 12). It’s a Little 
Jack Horner prayer. Remember the old nursery rhyme that 
ends with Jack saying, “What a good boy am I!”? The 
Pharisee’s prayer is all about him and what he does, all the 
while gauging the distance between himself and the rest of 
humankind.  
 In contrast, the tax collector “stood off at a dis-
tance” with bowed head, beating his breast and saying, “O 
God, be merciful to me a sinner” (18:13). He knows who 
he is and who God is and what God alone can do for him. 
No repetitive “I,” no swelling ego there, just a repentant 
figure, one who asks to receive what only God can give—
mercy. 
 Jesus tells this story “to those who were convinced 
of their own righteousness and despised everyone 
else” (18:9). How do we hear it? It acknowledges God 
who makes us “just,” that is, who helps us to be in proper 
relationship with God, with each other, and with all crea-
tion.  
 Sirach reminds us that our just God hears the cry 
of the oppressed, the wail of the orphan, the complaint of 
the widow, the petition of those who serve God willingly, 
and the prayer of the lowly. These folks allow room for 
God to enter their minds and hearts, and then all kinds of 
things can begin to happen, both within and all around 
them.

“What a good boy am I!” “¡Qué niño más bueno soy!” 

Today’s Readings 
First Reading — The Lord is not deaf to the wail of the 
orphan, nor to the widow when she pours out her com-
plaint (Sirach 35:12-14, 16-18). 
Psalm — The Lord hears the cry of the poor (Psalm 34). 
Second Reading — The Lord will rescue me from every 
threat (2 Timothy 4:6-8, 16-18). 
Gospel — All who exalt themselves will be humbled; all 
who humble themselves will be exalted (Luke 18:9-14). 

Lecturas de Hoy 
Primera lectura — El Señor escucha el grito de los 
oprimidos, el huérfano, la viuda (Sirácide 35:12-14, 16-18). 
Salmo — El Señor no está lejos de sus fieles  
(Salmo 34 [33]). 
Segunda lectura — La corona de los santos me está 
esperando (2 Timoteo 4:6-8, 16-18). 
Evangelio — El publicano se quedaba atrás, se golpeaba el 
pecho (Lucas 18:9-14). 

No es que la oración del fariseo sea mala. En realidad 
comienza bien: “Dios mío, te doy gracias . . .” La gratitud 
es algo bueno. Pero entonces empieza a vanagloriarse: “no 
soy como el resto de los hombres . . . ayuno . . . pago los 
diezmos” (Lucas 18:11, 12). Esa clase de oración me 
recuerda a una antigua canción de cuna en inglés donde al 
final el niño Jack dice: “¡Qué niño más bueno soy!” La 
oración del fariseo se enfoca en él mismo y en las cosas que 
hace midiendo la distancia entre él y el resto de la 
humanidad. 
 En contraste el recaudador de impuestos, 
“manteniéndose a distancia”, se mantenía cabizbajo y se 
golpeaba el pecho diciendo: “Dios mío, ten compasión de 
mí, que soy un pecador” (18:13). Él sabe quién es él y 
quién es Dios, y sabe también lo que sólo Dios puede hacer 
por él. En su oración no está el “yo” repetitivo ni un ego 
creciente, sino alguien arrepentido que pide lo que sólo 
Dios puede dar: misericordia. 
 Jesús le hace esta historia a los que “presumían de 
ser hombres de bien y despreciaban a los demás” (18:9). 
¿De qué manera la escuchamos nosotros? Esta historia 
reconoce que es Dios quien nos hace “justos”, o sea, quien 
nos ayuda a mantener nuestras buenas relaciones con Dios, 
con los demás y con toda la creación. 
 El libro del Eclesiástico nos recuerda que nuestro 
Dios justo escucha el clamor del oprimido, la súplica del 
huérfano, las quejas de la viuda, la oración del que sirve de 
buen grado y la del humilde. Esta gente deja que Dios entre 
en su mente y en su corazón, y así comienzan a suceder 
muchas cosas, tanto interiormente como al derredor.

“When you give a dinner or a banquet, 
do not invite your friends or your 
brothers or your kinsmen or rich 
neighbors, lest they also invite you in 
return, and you be repaid. But when 
you give a feast, invite the poor, the 
aimed, the lame, the blind, and you 
will be blessed, because they cannot 
repay you. You will be repaid at the 
resurrection of the just.” (Luke, 14, 12-14) 
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 Celebrating 125/500 
Jesus does not want us to "become weary" 
and not lose heart, an experience we are all 
too familiar with. A consistent life of 
prayer is the only response to never losing 
heart or becoming discouraged with life. 
And it is easy to lose heart ...when we are 
lonely, searching for the right person or 
friend; when we are caught in addictive 
behaviors that imprison our spirits;  
when our marriages seem to be lifeless and 
going nowhere; when our children can't 
seem to find their way; when the work we 
do is exhausting and not meaningful; when 
our political and religious leaders are not 
in touch with our lives when technology 
and busyness have grabbed a hold of our 
lives. The list is endless.... 
 Prayer is the only response to 
becoming weary and losing heart. Our 
patron saint, Teresa of Avila, knew what it 
was like to become weary and let one's 
heart be swept away. She experienced con-
stant barriers to her movement of reform. 
Many of her own Carmelite nuns despised 
her efforts and tried to have her removed 
from her position of leadership. The Inqui-
sition was called in to examine her teach-
ings to see if they were heretical. She spent 
most of her time outside the cloister travel-
ing around Spain founding a number of 
monasteries and convents. And she had to 
endure many illnesses, both physical and 
psychological. 
 But Teresa never lost her heart 
because she kept turning to God in prayer, 
spending many years with no consolation 
in her life of prayer. If anything, what she 
experienced was a total absence of God's 
Presence. But she kept pleading, and pray-
ing and entering solitude, like the widow 
in today's gospel. In the time of Jesus, wid-
ows were completely vulnerable due to the 
fact that they had no male to shelter them 
and give them security. Widows depended 
on the Law which commanded that they be 
taken care of and the widow in the gospel 
was only asking for what she deserved: "a 
just decision for me against my adversary." 
We no nothing of the details except that 
she was simply asking that justice be 

served. 
 Prayer and justice go hand in 
hand. Justice is grounded in the dignity of 
each and every human life. The widow 
was simply pleading that her dignity be 
respected or restored. Teresa teaches us 
that it is through prayer we learn God's 
will which is to respect our own lives the 
lives of every human being...to love our 
neighbor by "washing feet."   
 When we become weary and 
about to lose heart, prayer opens our hearts 
to receive the Peace that only God can 
give. When we lose heart, we become like 
the judge in the parable: uncaring, indiffer-
ent and cold. We can never lose heart, for 
when we lose heart, we lose our humanity 
and injustice begins to take root, first in 
our hearts and then in institutions and gov-
ernments, including our church. 
 In all the times we become weary 
and want to lose heart, we are on the verge 
of losing our dignity, which in turn, is the 
seed of injustice. If we lose our own self-
dignity, the dignity of others will mean 
nothing. Prayer plants the seeds of a just 
and caring world. 
 One year from now we will begin 
a year-long celebration in honor of our 
parish's 125 anniversary and the 500th 
anniversary of the birth of St. Teresa. Like 
the widow, we have been a persistent pres-
ence in Lincoln Park, refusing to give up in 
the face of many challenges: immigration, 

cultural and language diversity, transfor-
mation of the neighborhood and the pres-
ence of  many large parishes surrounding 
us. We are only praying for what is right-
fully ours: to be here serving the needs of 
the lonely and poor in response to our be-
ing rooted in the Catholic faith. We are 
needed in the larger Catholic Church to 
further its mission to proclaim the gospel 
of Christ and we have Teresa of Avila to 
guide us and to be a persistent presence in 
our life as a faith community. 
 One year from now we will begin 
our year of Faith with the Pilgrimage to 
Santiago, provided there is enough sup-
port. Yes, I will be walking the Way once 
again and picking up and leaving off pa-
rishioners who want to be a part of this 
pilgrimage of faith. The entire journey is 
about 5 weeks but you can decide to go for 
one week, or ten days, or two weeks or 
more. The point is to begin the anniversary 
year with pilgrimage, walking day after 
day, mile after mile, kilometer after kilo-
meter with no destination in mind. The 
journey IS the destination. It doesn't matter 
how far you go or where you join the path 
or leave the path. What matters is to 
strengthen your resolve to keep the journey 
going on your return home, which is when 
the pilgrimage really begins. 
 Beginning in October 2014 our 
year of faith will include the Pilgrimage to 
Santiago, an Advent opportunity for a mis-
sion, evenings of recollection in the Win-
ter, Lenten retreat and mission, and the 
closing of our church to prepare for reno-
vation in the Spring of 2015. Everything is 
tentative,  depending on the commitment 
and interest of our parishioners. 
 However we celebrate our 
125/500 anniversaries, may the celebra-
tions and prayer strengthen us to never lose 
hope, as individuals and as a community.
