“Give them some food yourselves.”

One of my children’s favorite
books is Stone Soup, possibly be-
cause one summer evening we
acted it out in our kitchen as we
prepared supper. | let them raid the
garden for soup ingredients, and
they not only washed and cut up the
vegetables, they slurped up every
spoonful.

The story is simple — a
stranger arrives in town and he’s
hungry, but there’s been a famine in
the land and the people are cautious
about sharing. The stranger builds a
fire in the town square and starts a
pot to boiling, into which he puts a
stone. Then he suggests that his
stone soup would taste better with a
carrot or a potato or a few beans,
and so on. The folks bring their bits
to add to the pot and soon there is a
hearty soup and plenty for all.

When Jesus fed the multi-
tude with five loaves and a couple
of fish, it may be that he multiplied
them miraculously, creating abun-
dance out of scarcity. It seems to
me no less a miracle if, inspired by
his preaching and his example, the
people were moved to share the
food they had certainly brought
with them. As one scholar suggests,
no first-century Palestinian would
be so improvident as to travel far
from home without carrying some-
thing to eat ... unless they had
nothing to bring.

In our world there are peo-
ple who have no food even while,
in some lands, obesity is fast be-

coming the number one cause of
death and disability. There are peo-
ple without access to the simplest
medical care while others go to
“medi-spas” where patients are
pampered. There are people without
adequate clothing or shelter while
others are buried under excess. We
have enough in our parish rummage
sales to clothe the world, whole
rooms dedicated to watching TV.
Why this disparity? When-
ever there is a crisis, it’s obvious
that people are generous and will-
ing to share. For some unfathom-
able reason, we haven’t figured out
something as simple as taking food
and clothing and medicine from one
place to another. How is this?
We have weapons systems that will
deliver bombs from remote loca-
tions. We go online and connect
with people in every city on the
earth. In the 20th century we per-
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fected mass production. Isn’t it time
now to perfect mass distribution?
Can’t we develop a delivery sys-
tem, at least for our excess?
Today’s psalm response
reads: “The hand of the Lord feeds
us ...” St. Teresa of Avila, a 16th-
century mystic declared a doctor of

| | the church by Pope Paul VI, wrote

this reflection: Christ has no body
now on earth but yours, no hands
but yours, no feet but yours. Yours
are the eyes through which Christ’s
compassion is to look out to the
earth; yours are the feet by which
He is to go about doing good; and
yours are the hands by which He is
to bless us now.

It may be comforting to
think of Jesus working a miracle
with bread and fish. If Jesus doesn’t
do the same for “those starving
people,” then how can they be our
problem? But what if St. Teresa
was right and Christ’s hands are
ours? What if Jesus’ words to the
disciples — “Give them some food
yourselves” — are words meant for
us today?

Whatever happened on that
hillside so long ago, the lesson is
this: There is more than enough.
Whoever says otherwise is the devil
speaking. There is abundance, and
all we have to do is believe it and
live as if we believe it. Then we
will have the deep satisfaction of
knowing that because of us, a
stranger on the hillside of this
world is also fed.

Treasures from Our Tradition

Most parishes are now aware of the catechumenate and the
journey of new faithful in the RCIA, but this form of sacra-
mental initiation disappeared from view in the thirteenth
century along with many other ancient practices. Life back
then was hard, and often too short, and
priests were increasingly insistent about the
responsibility of parents to baptize children
in danger of death. Since everyone in that
society was under unimaginable threat from
famine, warfare, and plague, the liturgical
rites changed quickly. Everyone was in dan-
ger of death all the time. No longer were babies immersed
in fonts, being lowered into the water, although the ritual
books never backed down from immersion. Infusion was
the new way, a simple pouring of a few drops of water on
the child’s forehead.

The catechumenate collapsed, being reduced to the
recitation of the Creed and an Our Father at every baptism.
Amazingly, any provision for adult baptism was shelved,
so that as late as the 1950s, a person being baptized was
presumed to be an infant, unable to answer for him or her-
self. Questions of creed and commitment were put to the
godparents, not to the person being baptized. Even Doro-
thy Day and Thomas Merton, famous adult converts, re-
mained mute at their baptisms while their sponsors an-
swered for them. In hindsight all this appears strikingly
odd, yet it was accepted as the way things were. We have
good reason to give thanks for the vigorous reforms of the
last flfty yearS!

Renovation Update #3

At the south of the Religious Education Center, a new wall was
built in early July in anticipation of the demolition of the old
school building. On Tuesday, July 22nd the wall in the REC was
finished.
