Reflection
August 10 — August 16

“0 you of little faith, why did you
doubt?” (Matthew 14:31)
We’re in the midst of a roiling sea,
in a boat that seems fragile, and
there are howling winds and enor-
mous waves that threaten to capsize
us.

At some point in time this
may describe anyone’s life — one’s
parish or school or religious order;
one’s business or neighborhood or
family; one’s personal life as our
employer tells us our job has been
outsourced or downsized, or our
doctor explains our test results, or
we get that call in the middle of the
night: “Is this the mother of ...?”

This has been the life of the
community of the church many
times since Jesus walked on water
and it is what today’s Gospel story
is about.

Jesus is there to help us ne-
gotiate the trials. As long as we
keep our eyes on him, we can walk
on water; that is, we can do the im-
possible. When we focus on the
power of the winds and the depth of
the waves and how wet and cold we
are, then we panic and grasp and
clutch and ... sink. When we give
up our life to the care of Jesus, we
save our life. When we grasp and
clutch, we lose it. This is the coun-
terintuitive lesson Jesus taught over
and over again.

When we look back on
harsh events in our lives, so harsh
we thought we might not even sur-
vive, sometimes we see that these
events were the making of us. And
so a man I know could say, “Cancer

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in the midst of the storm.

I’'m not so good at this part.
Yes, I have known losses — terri-
ble losses at the time — that led to
a life filled with abundance I could
not have imagined. But do I learn
the lesson and apply it the next time
there’s a life storm? Not so much
... but I’m getting better at it. What
helps us improve? Well, age and
experience help. With a bit of sea-
soning sometimes we check our
panic and stop in the midst of the

crisis of the moment to remember
the crucifixions of the past that led
to new life. This is why so much of
our formal prayer in worship be-
gins

with remembering the great things
God has done for us. Remember-

saved my life.” A woman can say,
“Lost love led to my true love.” A
man who was fired found the work
he was meant to do. A woman ex-
plains that when she discovered she
couldn’t get pregnant, she thought
her life was over. She just couldn’t
bear her grief. Would she trade
her adopted children — and the 20
or more she has fostered who call
her Mom — for those children she
never bore? “Not for a moment,”
she laughs.

This is the mystery of death
and resurrection, a mystery played
out every day in big and small
ways. The trick — and the measure
of the disciple — is to remember
the resurrection when we are on the
cross; to remember that it is Jesus
whose hand is stretched out to us

ing

and giving thanks help us trust and
accept whatever happens, even as
we pray for the outcome we are
fervently, desperately hoping for.

Fortunately, as we’re nego-
tiating a storm and forgetting to
keep our eyes on Jesus, he does not
forget to keep his eyes on us. He
understands. He knows what it is to
pray for “this cup to pass by.” And
he knows what it is to trust:
“Father, if it be your will.”

As Elijah discovered God’s
presence in the “tiny whispering
sound,” so with our eyes on Jesus
we find the still place amid the
chaos.

Treasures from Our Tradition

Over the last several weeks, the history of confirmation has
been set out as a rite following baptism and preceding First
Communion. Eucharist was a sacrament of
spiritual maturity, attuned to the legal age of
majority, which was considered to be four-
teen years or so. Medieval bishops were
often generous, if not especially pious, in
seeing to it that children were confirmed
before adulthood.

A pattern more familiar to us surfaced in the Diocese
of Toulon in France in 1748, where it was decreed that
“children are to be confirmed only after receiving First
Communion.” This was an amazing shift in practice that
undermined centuries of theology and tradition by which
confirmation was seen as a bridge between font and table.
The innovation swept through France and across Europe,
despite constant complaints from Rome. French-trained
bishops like Cheverus of Boston and Carroll of Baltimore,
founders of the American church, established the practice
here. The order of the sacraments was thus disrupted in
France and in the United States, and remained an eccentric

exception to the rule until big developments in 1910. — rev.

Lorenzo, cuyo nombre significa laureado o
premiado, fue arrestado tras la batalla y llevado ante el
alcalde de Roma. Este mando traer todas las riquezas de la
Iglesia, pero Lorenzo ya hacia tiempo que las habia
vendido para dar el dinero a los méas necesitados. No
obstante, se marchod de la presencia del alcalde para luego
llegar con él, acompafado de gente pobre y enferma,
insistiendo que ellos eran las verdaderas riquezas de la
Iglesia. El alcalde, furioso, lo mandé quemar sobre brazas
para que muriera lentamente.

Segun testigos de su martirio, Lorenzo, a cierto punto
dijo a sus asesinos: “Ya estoy asado de este lado,
voltéenme para asarme por completo”. Eventualmente dijo:
“La carne esta lista, ya pueden comer” y falleci6 orando
