They seemed, in the view of the foolish, 
to be dead … and their going 

forth from us, utter destruction. But 
they are in peace. (Wis 3:2-3) 

 

In our parish on the first Sunday 
of November we sing the Litany of 
Saints throughout the Communion 
procession. After all have returned 
to their seats, we continue the 
Litany by reverently speaking the 
names of those in our parish who 
died during the past year. We also 
distribute a holy card listing all the 
names. I have these cards in my 
Bible, going back almost 20 years. 
 My good friend Mary, 
whose name appeared on the list in 
2010, once told me that she found 
this practice comforting because it 
gave her some assurance that she 
wouldn’t be forgotten. As if she 
would be! Our children remember 
her fondly as their Aunt Bessie, and 
I so miss my friend. We talked 
every day, often calling each other 
when the clock’s numbers were all 
the same, greeting each other with 
“It’s 11:11” or “It’s 5:55.” Now 
when our children notice the clock 
with all the same numbers, they 
will shout out, “Hi, Aunt Bessie!” 
and then we talk to her for that min-
ute. 
 Does she hear us? That’s the 
big question. Will we be after we 
cease to be here? Our faith says, 
“Yes.” Anything else seems like 
such a waste. 
 Imagine a child in the womb 
— a sentient child who observes 
and contemplates. This child no-
tices its eyes and wonders, “What 

are these for?” (Nothing much to 
see in there.) And so on with its 
ears, its hands, its mouth. Then this 
observant, contemplative child is 
born into this world and realizes, 
“My eyes are for beholding the one 
who loves me; my ears for hearing 
her voice; my hands for touching 
her face; my mouth for suckling, 
kissing, speaking words of love.” 
 Perhaps we should pray to 
be as observant and contemplative 
as this imaginary child. What are 
these for, this mind that longs for 
the infinite; this spirit that reaches 
for heights and depths beyond this 
world; this heart that aches with 
love? Perhaps when we’re born into 
the next world, we’ll find out. 
 One of our older choir 
members died. We invited singers 
from all the choirs Larry had sung 

with during his 80+ years. After the 
funeral, a Baptist singer who had 
joined us said, “You Catholics 
really know how to do death.” It’s 
true. Our liturgy is rich and it works 
even in the simplest of situations. 
When someone dies there is little 
time to be inventive. In grief or ex-
haustion we fall back on our liturgy 
— the familiar texts, songs, sym-
bols. Years ago I got a call at my 
parish office. A man asked, “Do 
you sing funerals?” “Of course,” I 
answered. “How much do you 
charge?” I explained that it was part 
of my work for which I was already 
paid. Then the weird question: 
“How much notice do you need?” 
 “Are we talking about 
you?” I asked as gently as I could. 
We were. He had AIDS. We met 
regularly for several weeks and the 
only way he could talk about his 
death was to talk about his funeral 
Mass. He was obsessive about 
every detail and when I finally 
questioned him, he said, “I just 
want everyone there to know I was 
loved.” I asked who could possibly 
be there who doubted it and he re-
plied, “Me.” And he wept. 
 Remembering with love is 
what All Souls is about … and find-
ing comfort in the company of 
mourners. Perhaps today’s liturgy 
will inspire us to live with courage 
and compassion, thereby creating 
fond memories for those who will 
someday mourn and celebrate our 
going forth into the bright land be-
yond.

Treasures from Our Tradition Tradiciones de Nuestra Fe 

Cuando era niño tuve problemas con inaguantables dolores 
de cabeza. Después de casi tres meses batallando con esta 
enfermedad una señora me regaló una estampita de san 
Martín de Porres que contenía un pedacito de su hábito. 

Dormí con esta estampita debajo de mi 
almohada y al tercer día sané de mi dolor. Fue 
así como conocí por primera vez a este santo 
negrito y a sus animalitos. 
 Martín fue un religioso dominico de 
nacionalidad peruana que vivió de 1579 a 
1639 y fue canonizado en 1962. Sin lugar a 
dudas, es uno de los santos más populares de 
América Latina. En él encontramos una 
persona con la cual nos podemos identificar ya 
que muchas veces a nosotros nos limitan las 

oportunidades debido a nuestro origen y el color de nuestra 
piel. Por su origen (era hijo de un español y de una 
africana) ilegítimo y su color mulato, Martín tuvo 
problemas para ingresar a la Orden de los Predicadores. 
Eventualmente la santidad de sus obras y la fama de sus 
milagros le abrieron camino para incorporarse plenamente 
a los dominicos. 
 Normal mente es representado con una escoba y unos 
animalitos, recordando la humildad de su servicio pastoral.

For those of Mexican heritage, November 2 means celebra-
tion of el Dia de Los Muertos, or “the Day of the Dead.” 
One of the most important days of the year for many, they 
join All Saints and All Souls together, visiting the graves 
of babies and children on All Saints, since 
they are santitos (little saints) or angelitos 
(little angels). Flowers, their favorite toys, fa-
vorite music, and so on, are taken to them. The 
following day, people spend time—some of 
them all day—at the cemetery with their loved 
ones who have died. From the ancient customs 
of the Indians the families pray, talk with 
them, and take them their favorite food. It is a 
most solemn but joyful day. It is a day to cele-
brate Christ’s victory over death: “Death, 
where is your sting?” There is a mocking of death as peo-
ple make skeletons, candy that represents death, and Pan 
de los Muertos (bread of the dead) and consume them in a 
kind of role reversal. 
 One of the customs is to build an altarcito (little altar) 
where one places mementos and pictures of those who 
have died. There are also favorite foods, candles, statues or 
pictures of favorite saints, books, and Bibles. Some par-
ishes have begun to build an altarcito where all parishion-
ers can join in honoring the deceased. A remembrance 
book can be placed to write names in. The altarcito is tra-
ditionally left up for the month of November. — Rev. James Field, 
Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.
