Fiscal Year (07/01 - 06/30) Comparison to Date 
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 For the 2015 Fiscal Year, Sunday Offertory Collections are 3% above the budgeted collection amount.   
This results in a fiscal year to date deficit of $266,152.

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Readings for the Week 

Treasures from Our Tradition Tradiciones de Nuestra Fe 
With June not far off, attention in the parish turns to the 
celebration of weddings. Perhaps no other area of parish 
life is more shaped or challenged by the ex-
pectations of our culture. An old Irish prov-
erb, “Marry in Lent and you’re soon to re-
pent,” is amplified by another warning: 
“Marry in May and rue the day!” Memories 
of old pagan parties in May endured, and the 
Irish felt wedding receptions in May would 
be a stress on community morals. Queen 
Victoria did not approve of May weddings 
either, and her influence is still felt on family 
calendars, as is her daughter’s introduction 
of the white wedding gown. Sometimes we 
mistake customs and curiosities for tradition. Tradition 
with a capital “T” has to do with Christ’s miraculous res-
cue of the wedding feast at Cana, his affirmation of a man 
and woman pledging lifelong fidelity at the heart of a com-
munity’s feast. The Church cherished that memory over 
time, but it took a millennium for us to think of marriage as 
a sacrament. Much of the rest of what we associate with 
weddings has to do with culture, customs, and family prac-
tices. A wise rabbi once said that “tradition is not wearing 
your father’s hat; tradition is having a child.” Don’t let 
Queen Victoria reign over your wedding plans! — Rev. James Field, 
Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.

Oscar Arnulfo Romero, the liberal Archbishop of 
San Salvador, as he was celebrating Mass in 1980. 
 The priest, who had been expected to be a 
tool of the privileged when he was named 
Archbishop, turned out to be an embarrassment both 
to his conservative associates within the church and 
to El Salvador's right-wing politicans.

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Today’s reading from the Acts 
of the Apostles consists of eight of 
the 48 verses of Chapter 10, which 
tells the story of one of the great 
turning points in the early history 
of the church. It will be helpful for 
us to fill in the story that is briefly 
sketched out in these eight verses, 
for it holds a key to understanding 
the spread of the Gospel. 
 After Jesus’ resurrection, 
the disciples, all of whom were 
Jews, began preaching the good 
news. Most of their converts were 
Jews. In Chapter 10 of Acts, we 
read about a non-Jew, a gentile 
named Cornelius, who was a Ro-
man centurion: an officer in charge 
of 100 soldiers. 
 Acts relates that Cornelius 
was a “God-fearing man.” That 
phrase was used to indicate gentiles 
who accepted some of the practices 
of the Jews without becoming Jews. 
We are told that as a “God-fearing 
man,” Cornelius gave alms gener-
ously and prayed constantly. 
 One day, Cornelius’ faith-
fulness to prayer and almsgiving 
brought something unexpected into 
his life. An angel came to him and 
said, “Your prayer has been heard 
and your alms have been remem-
bered before God.” 
 Cornelius was instructed by 
the angel to send emissaries to 
Joppa and to ask Peter to come to 
him in Caesarea. While the emis-
saries were on their way, Peter 
went up on the roof of the house in 
Joppa where he was staying so he 
could pray. 

While Peter was there, an angel of 
God visited him. Three times, the 
angel showed Peter a vision of all 
kinds of creatures that were forbid-
den as food under Jewish law. The 
angel told Peter to eat those ani-
mals.  This vision was a com-
pletely unexpected revelation for 
Peter. As a good Jew, he believed 
there were certain things that were 
“unclean.” 
The vision told him that nothing 
God made should be called un-
clean. And it wasn’t just foods that 
were considered unclean. Gentiles 
were also considered unclean be-
cause they did not follow the die-
tary law, eating what Jews consid-
ered off-limits. 
 Peter now had to adapt to a 
completely different way of seeing 
things. If all things and all people 
were acceptable to God, then God’s 
message in Jesus Christ must be 
shared with all; gentiles as well 
as Jews. 
 When the emissaries from 
the gentile Cornelius arrived to ask 
Peter to come to him, Peter, with 
this new understanding from his 

vision, responded right away and 
went. Later on, all the disciples 
would come to understand that in 
Christ all are called to the reign of 
God — here and hereafter. All are 
welcome. 
 Now, you and I hear the call 
of the Spirit to share the joy of the 
good news with others. In Pope 
Francis, we have a model of how to 
share this inclusive love of God. 
Pope Francis makes headlines all 
around the world because of his 
open and cordial interactions with 
people of all races, cultures and re-
ligions. He welcomes and embraces 
young and old, rich and poor, able-
bodied and disabled, people of dif-
ferent backgrounds, lifestyles and 
political and religious persuasions. 
For Pope Francis, all are included 
in God’s love, with a special place 
for those who are on the margins. 
 It’s a safe bet that more peo-
ple will be open to accepting the 
good news and living their lives by 
it if they experience a disciple who 
brings God’s love to all, without 
restriction. That disciple may be 
Pope Francis — or you or me.
