Treasures from Our Tradition

When you are thinking about traditions in the Church,
1563 is a “watershed” year. The Council of
Trent began a reform of the liturgy that put an
end to old practices and set many of our pre-
sent practices in place. For the first time, en-
gaged people were absolutely required to ap-
pear before their parish priest, and to ex-
change consent in his presence along with two
witnesses. To this day, Catholics are obliged
to this form, namely: to marry another Catho-
lic in the presence of a priest (or deacon) and

The very first words out of the
mouth of the angel Gabriel when
he speaks to Mary are “Do not

be afraid.” The Bible seems par-
ticularly intent on repeating that
statement, almost like a mantra.

A scripture scholar tells us, for ex-
ample, that these same four words
are spoken 365 times throughout
sacred scripture!

It sets upon you un-
wanted ... stealing its way into
your consciousness until it domi-
nates your life. As worry infiltrates
your mind, it diminishes your abil-
ity to enjoy your family, your
friends ... because you live in fear
of what might go wrong. It under-
mines your ability to work, to love,
and to play.”

In today’s Gospel, when
Mark describes the “violent squall”
and the *“great windstorm,” it
sounds a lot like the fears we en-
counter every day. According to the
American Psychological Associa-
tion, the most common “waves
breaking over the boat” of our lives
are: job pressures, money concerns,
health issues, and relationship wor-
ries, including divorce and loneli-
ness. After these come the matters
of media overload and sleep depri-
vation.

And then there are our
deeper fears: Am | enough? Can |
survive all the things that scare me?
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Living with any of these fears

can easily cause us to scream out
along with the disciples in today’s
Gospel: “Do you not care that we
are perishing?” Jesus’ response to
this question is very important for
us to look at. He doesn’t scold. He
doesn’t dismiss our terror. Instead,
he demonstrates both his intense
love for us and his awesome power
over all our fears by simply speak-
ing three words: “Peace, be still.”
And the winds cease.

What he’s trying to commu-
nicate to us is the importance of
trust. He is asking us to choose
faith over fear. It’s not that he does-
n’t understand how all-consuming
fear can be. He will experience it
himself in his agony in the garden.
But, just as he trusted his Father
there, we are invited to do the
same.

He’s asking us to bring our
fears to him. Lay them at his feet.
Shout them from the top of our
lungs — all the time trusting that
Jesus both cares and has the power
to bring us through them. That
same trust will then grow a hun-
dredfold the more we remember his
consoling words: “Do not be afraid.
... You are my dearest friends.”

Our faith will tell us that as
“dearest friends,” we are not left
alone, that we are infinitely cher-
ished, and that those same three
words Jesus spoke can be said trust-
ingly by each of us: “Peace, be
still.”
