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Readings for the Week 

Treasures from Our Tradition 
Three years ago, as we made the shift in the Eucharistic Prayer 
from “Benedict” to “Francis,” we named a “treasure” 
in our tradition. From apostolic times, the Church has 
sent disciples on mission with a mandate to proclaim 
the gospel. Paul and Barnabas and Timothy come to 
mind as men invested with responsibility for commu-
nity and mission. First we see bishops, “overseers,” 
good men appointed by the acclaim of their people, 
the center of leadership, of prayer, of word and sacra-
ment. Their territories were small initially, small 
enough to get everyone into one room and for the 
bishop to know everyone’s name. 
 In time, men were appointed to function as a 
council of advisers, “elders,” or presbyters. That isn’t a comment 
on chronological age, rather it indicates the maturity of their wis-
dom and faith. Before long, and only when the bishop was ab-
sent, some of these men “stood in” for him to do what bishops 
usually did: preaching, presiding at Eucharist. The deacons had a 
strong and visible role in liturgy and service, especially in the 
care of the poor, but were gradually overshadowed by the new 
importance of the presbyter. As the Roman Empire first tottered 
and then collapsed completely by 476, bishops increasingly be-
came civil servants to maintain order and dispense justice. Con-
ferences and duties summoned bishops away from their home 
posts, and presbyters were entrusted with the sacramental and 
preaching duties, even though at one time runners were sent out 
from the bishop’s Mass to bring fragments of the host to drop 
into chalices as a sign of the church’s unity around its bishop.  —

Muchas 
veces honramos al Señor y tantas veces lo negamos, pero él 
nunca deja de llamarnos. En fin nos recuerda que la condición 
humana es sagrada y profana a la vez.

 And there is no straighter line than that between 
the woman whose misery is intense and the God 
whose mercy in Jesus is deeper and more acute. You 
just can’t beat this kind of good news.

Lenten Regulations 

Abstinence from meat is to be 
observed by all Catholics 14 
years old and older on Ash 
Wednesday and on all Fridays in 
Lent. 
 Fasting is to be observed 
on Ash Wednesday by all Catho-
lics 18 years old but not yet 59.  Those who are 
bound by this may take only one full meal.  Two 
smaller meals are permitted if necessary to maintain 
strength according to one’s needs, but eating solid 
food between meals is not permitted. 
 The Paschal fast, as well as abstinence, are 
prescribed for Good Friday and encouraged for Holy 
Saturday.

There 
are acts of individual violence. No 
country on earth is spared. 
 Now we are in the last two 
weeks of Lent. The violence in-
flicted upon Jesus is on our minds 
as we approach his final days. Je-
sus, the prophet of peace, is the vic-
tim of unbelievable violence. 
 In today’s Gospel reading, 
the scribes and Pharisees are setting 
up a situation of violence that was 
accepted by some in Jesus’ time: 
the stoning of a person caught in 
adultery. We read the story like we 
always have. We don’t really think 
about this hideous form of execu-
tion. But the injustice and violence 
hit home this past November when 
a raging group in the Middle East 
stoned a woman to death. That 
clinched it. How can one human 
being do that to another? 
 In today’s Gospel, the 
scribes and Pharisees are proposing 
just such an execution. They drag a 
woman caught in adultery into the 
center of a crowd where Jesus is 
teaching.  Can you imagine this aw-
ful scene? The woman fearing for 
her life. The men all around, threat-
ening. 
 The underlying reason the 
scribes and Pharisees dragged that 
woman there was to trap Jesus. 
In doing so, they were using this 
woman and risking her life. 
 The first reading tells us: 
“Remember not the events of the 
past, the things of long ago consider 

not; see, I am doing something 
new! Now it springs forth, do you 
not perceive it? In the desert I make 
a way” (Isa 43:18-19). 
 In his life and teaching, Je-
sus was “doing something new,” 
and the scribes and Pharisees could 
“not perceive it.” Their perception 
was only of their own status and 
authority. Jesus was a threat to that 
because he knew the law, too, but 
he understood its intent and what 
lay behind it: a loving and caring 
God. 
 In Jesus’ encounter with the 
woman caught in adultery, he turns 
a page for all humankind; he re-
news hope for every person. Jesus 
rejects condescending and dismis-
sive attitudes toward women and 

the prevailing legalistic approach. 
Jesus replaces those with a loving 
glance and merciful heart. 
 In that setting, Jesus chal-
lenges the scribes, Pharisees and 
others to take inventory of them-
selves, not of other people. For 
some, that was a new thought — 
not passing judgment on others and 
instead making an honest judgment 
of your own life. Is that not a diffi-
cult task for any of us, even in our 
“enlightened” age? How much eas-
ier (even satisfying?) it seems to be 
for us to pass judgment on other 
people. How hard it is for us to see 
our own true selves. 
 We live in a complex and 
conflicted world. We have to make 
value judgments all the time. But 
that is different from judging the 
lives and motives of others. Our 
egos are so needy that we often 
seek approval by declaring that oth-
ers are not right or valuable. 
 The “new thing” that we 
learn from the scriptures today is: 
“Let the one … who is without sin 
cast the first stone.” Judgment is 
mine, says the Lord. And fortu-
nately, that judgment of God is 
done with compassion and mercy. 
 “See, I am doing something 
new!” “I put water in the desert and 
rivers in the wasteland.” We can all 
drink of this water — the redeem-
ing mercy and love of God — and 
share it generously with others. 

The “new thing” that we 
learn from the scriptures 
today is: “Let the one … 
who is without sin cast the 
first stone.”
